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It should only take a quick look around to realize there are no perfect families (not even in the Bible), but
that doesn't stop us from comparing our families’ quirks, flaws, and shortcomings to the seemingly perfect
lives of other families. In this 4-week series, you'll challenge students to give their families grace, seek
resolution to their conflicts, trust God through difficult transitions, and treat more friends like family.

What's one thing you can do this week to let God be your center?
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
